Haven Counties, the Shoreline and beyond attend this major fundraising event benefiting families experiencing 

homelessness.

While satisfying their chocolate cravings, they will also spend time browsing great auction items. All proceeds 

will benefit the Middlesex Family Shelter & Services of Columbus House. 

 

The Need:  
According to the Connecticut Coalition to End Homelessness, about a quarter of the almost 13,000 people who 

experienced homelessness in our state last year are children and youth.  In Middlesex County specifically, there 

are about 135 people on the street or in shelters on any given night, including over 20 children in families, almost 

all of whom are single-parent. For these families, the situation is dire. 

 

The Solution: 
The Middlesex Family Shelter has been providing shelter and related services to homeless and at-risk families 

with children since 1988. Over 50 families with over 100 children were served last year.  Columbus House’s 

shelter and services support families so they can move into permanent housing, with the shelter stay usually about 

90 days. 

 

Since 1982 Columbus House, a 501(c)( 3) non-profit organization, has been working with city, state and federal 

agencies along with an entire continuum of non-profit service providers to help get people off of the streets, out of 

abandoned buildings, off of park benches and into the safety of a shelter. We have expanded our services to 

include comprehensive case management as well as transitional and permanent supportive housing for homeless 

adults, children & families, adults with mental illness, dually diagnosed women, those in the early stages of 

addictions recovery and homeless Veterans.
